IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR THE 2010-2011 SPORT SEASON
It is the student’s responsibility to meet all the requirements for participation in high school sports
Paperwork for the 2010-2011Ballard High School Sport Programs will be available in the Main Office beginning June 11.  Read all the paperwork carefully and thoroughly.  This packet will include the dates paperwork is due and the date of tryouts for each sport season.  It will also include information on the cost of a Ballard ASB card, sport fees, insurance, grade eligibility, etc.  FYI – Paperwork for football is due August 11.  Only paperwork for football will be accepted on this date between 9 a.m. and 1 p.m. along with payment for an ASB card and sport fee.  The first day of tryouts for football is August 18.  Tryouts for all other fall sports begins August 23 with sport paperwork due on August 17 between 9 and noon and August 18 between 11 a.m. and 2 p.m.  Lines at all of the above times are long so be prepared to possibly wait ½ hour or more.  All students, new and returning, must complete the paperwork if they intend to participate in sports at Ballard.  This paperwork must be picked up at BHS.  It is not mailed nor is it included in the information packet sent home with students the first week of school.  Sport paperwork from middle schools does not carry over to high school.  Physicals are good for 2 years.  For all students new to BHS, if you have had a physical within the last 2 years the athletic packet requires that the doctor sign, date (date of last physical) and indicate that the student is cleared for full participation in high school sports or with what limitations or provide a copy of the last physical with the doctor’s signature, date of physical and indication that the student is cleared to participate in sports.  Students/parents need to complete all paperwork included in the packet.  All forms requiring a parent and/or student signature must be signed.  BHS students must also purchase an ASB card and pay an athletic fee before they are eligible to try out for sports.  Paperwork will not be accepted unless it is complete and these items are purchased.  If you have any questions, please contact the Main Office at Ballard @ 252-1000.  Paperwork should be available on the Ballard website after June 11th or in the Main Office at Ballard
Fall sports at Ballard include: X-Country, Football, Boys’ Golf, Girls’ Soccer, Boys’ Tennis, Girls’ Volleyball and Girls’ Swimming.  Winter sports include: Boys’/Girls’ Basketball, Girls’ Gymnastics, Boys’ Swimming and Wrestling.  Spring sports include: Baseball, Girls’ Golf, Boys’ Soccer, Softball, Girls’ Tennis and Boys’/Girls/ Track.  You may complete your paperwork to cover all three sport seasons eliminating the need to complete forms later in the school year.
Ballard High School athletes must pay an athletic pay to play fee in order to participate in sports.  The fee is collected from each athlete at the time paperwork is handed in – NO EXCEPTIONS.  Only a check for the exact amount made payable to BHS or the exact cash is accepted.  We will not be able to make change.  This fee remains at the school and is used to help cover transportation costs for the teams.    The cost is $50 for the first sport, $25 for the second sport and no charge for a third sport.  Students on free/reduced lunch pay $25 for the first sport and $12.50 for the second and no charge for the third sport.  Refunds will be provided under the following conditions (refunds must be requested prior to the end of the sports season):  (1) Student is cut from the squad by the coach: 100%  (2) Student quits due to illness or injury prior to 1st contest: 100%  (3)  Student quits due to family moving prior to 1st contest: 100%.  To receive a refund for reasons 1 or 2, a note from the coach must be given to the school athletic director and a check will be issued.  It is the athlete’s responsibility to obtain the refund.
BHS TEEN HEALTH CLINIC SPORT PHYSICALS:  The last day for current students and students who will be new to Ballard to receive physicals in the Ballard Teen Health Center for fall sports is June 25.  There is no charge to current students and incoming students.  Prior to June 25 they will have the necessary physical forms in their office.  Students should be sure to take a copy of their physical with them after their appointment and include it in their completed packet.  Appointments fill up quickly so do not wait until the last minute to make an appointment.  Call Kathy at 784-2142 to set up an appointment.  If you have a physical scheduled with your regular physician, a physical form is available in the main office at BHS prior to June 25 or they may use their office form.  It must show the date of your physical, the doctor’s signature and that you are either cleared to participate in high school sports or with what limitations.
Remember – Only completed paperwork will be accepted 
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
